Sure enough, the Georgian language which is spséeth of
the Caucasus Mountains is precisely such a languags an
insular pre-Indo-European language with no relatibat has been
spoken for at least 5000 years.

We must now look for people who have been leatirair
territory located in the region of the Caucasus Mains and have
been continuously migrating or relocating in thelyHband.

A coming nuclear attack on Pakistan, ostensiblkegponse to
alleged terrorist activity, but actually to destrdyat country’s
nuclear plants, would convince Russia that she avexkentually
suffer the same fate unless she responds vigordaskWy/estern
(NATO) encirclement and intimidation. That is thecipe for
eventual war. It is in that context that we can ersthnd and
anticipate the fulfilment of the prophecy concegnihe conquest
of NATO-controlled Constantinople (i.e. modern-dstanbul):

Winston Churchill identifies Gog and Magog

Winston Churchill anticipated a comingpld war between
Russia and the Western Anglo-American allianceaélishad not as
yet been created) that would dominate world pglifar decades to
come. He did so when he presentedSiiseews of Peac¢dthelron
Curtain Speech at Westminster College in Fulton, Missouri on
March 5, 1946 in which he declatetfrom Stettin in the Baltic to
Trieste in the Adriatic aniron curtain has descended across the
Continent”. We note that the ternmon curtain bears an uncanny
resemblance tBhal Qarnain’siron barrier.

On November the 9th 1951, Winston Churchill madettzer
speech at the Lord Mayor of London's Banquet atGlddhall,
marking the occasion of the restoration of thegef of Gog and
Magog to their traditional places of honour in thest end of the
Guildhall in the City of London. They had been reeu during the
Blitz to prevent them from being damaged. Earliguries had been
destroyed in the Great Fire of London in 1666. plesent pair were
carved by Richard Saunders in 1708. Churchill ifledt Gog and
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Magog as the two world powers then dominating thedyi.e., the
Anglo-American alliance on the one hand and Rumsitoe other:

"It seems that they (i.e. Gog and Magog) represeme too badly the
present state of world politics.

But be
careful, my Lord Mayor, when you put them backkeep them from
colliding with each other; for if that happens, b@&og and Magog would
be smashed to pieces and we should all have to ladigbver again and
begin from the bottom of the pit."

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CHAPTER SIX

Those who insist that Gog and Magog have not abgen released int
the world cannot deny the inescapable implicati@t Emerges from sug
a claim, namely that Allah Most High has not asdestroyed or levele
Dhal Qarnain’s barrier. This booknsiststhat such doubters have had a
religious obligation for the longest while to sdaffor the barrier, which
according to them is still standing.

There may be some who stubbornly reject all theirmemnts
raised so far in this book, as well asderusalem in the Quén’,
in support of the view that the release of Gog aWidgog
commenced in the Prophet’s lifetime and has beatiragng ever
since.

In this case he will make an exception by saynsa’ Allah thus
relating the matter to the Will of Allah. They wikkturn on the following
day, and find the hole as they left it. They widkiy on digging and come
out against the people . . .”

(Tirmidhi, Ibn Majah, Ahmad)

There are serious implications in thiadith for those who
stubbornly insist that the barrier is still starglito this day (since
they believe that Gog and Magog have not as yenh beleased
into the world). For example, the barrier must todl@ stronger
than ever before hence it should not be difficaltécognize and
locate it. Secondly, when once they locate theidratiney will not
have to even search for Gog and Magog.

They have continuously changed, unfolded and rei@ee
themselves thus changing the entire godless gkimakty as well
with them until it became a carbon copy of theiryved life.

The reader should not be surprisecepgtition in the
eight Ahadth. These are not differethadth. Rather their subject
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matter is the same. But tlitadith is narrated by different people
with slightly different texts. In consequence théadith is
mutawztir making it the strongest possithadith:

“Narratedlbn Abbas Allah’s Apostle performed the Tawaf (around the
Ka'ba while riding his camel and every time hectead the corner (of
the Black Stone) he pointed at it with his hand aaidl: ‘Allahu Akbar.’

Zainab said: The Prophet said: ‘An opening has lmeade in the barrier
of Gog and Magog like this and this’ (forming thenmber 90 with his
thumb and index finger).”

TheseAhadith of Salth Bukhiri that have come from four
different sources, AbHurairah, Zainab bint Jahsh, Umm Salama,
and ‘Abdullah ibn AbBs (radiallahu ‘anhum), are quite explicit in
revealing that a barrier connected to Gog and Mduyad) been
breached with ominous consequences for Arabs inicphar.
There is only one barrier connected to Gog and Igathat we
know of and it is one built byDhial Qarnain Hence the
inescapable conclusion is that the destructionegelling of the
barrier built byDhal Qarnain commenced in the lifetime of the
Prophetsallalahu ‘alaihi wa sallan.

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It will be under such conditions that &l will reveal to Jesus
these words: | have brought forth from among Myaets such people
against whom none will be able to fight; you takese people safely to
Tur, and then Allah will send Gog and Magog and/tivél swarm down
from every slope. The first of them will pass bykeaTiberias (i.e. the
Sea of Galilee) and drink out of it, and when thst lof them passes, he
will say: ‘There was once water here . . . .”

(Sahih Muslim)

The water level in the Sea of Galilee is now so that it is
considered essentially dead, i.e. it is only a enadf time before it
dries up. As we write this book, the water-levellie Sea is fast
approaching the “black line” level of -214.4 metdrslow sea
level. When it reaches that level, removing watemf the lake,
which is one of Israel's major water resource, wil longer be
possible because the pumps will be above the veatetl. This is
almost certain to occur before this book is pulgdtand reaches
our readers. Readers are advised to keep abrdbe dituation
through Google search using ‘Lake Kinneret Blaakel.i

Additional dramatic proof of the release of Gog avidgog
can be found in the growing evidence of the worlgfeat lakes
now drying up. Canada’s Lake Superior for examtle, greatest
Great Lake and the world's largest freshwater veseris now at
its lowest water level ever.

Hadith linking Gog and Magog to Jerusalem

Finally the Qur'an makes mention of Gog and Magog for a
second and last time in two versesSafah al-Anbiyzh’ which
refer to a certain ‘town’. Allah Most High had dexsted that town
and expelled the people of the town banning theomfrever

returning to reclaim that town as their own. Howetlge verse
went on to declare that the ban would remain icdaonly until
Gog and Magog were released and they spread ailltdirections
to occupy every position of advantage:
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“And there is a ban on (the people of) a town whigh destroyed: that
they (the people of the town) shall not returnréolaim their town) until
Gog and Magog are released and (eventually) thesadpout in every
direction (or descend from every height to occupgre position of
advantage).”

(Qur’an, al-Anbiyah’, 21:95-6)

If we can identify the town and if there is evidertbe people
of the town have already returned to reclaim ithesr own (after
having been expelled from it by divine decreejyauld constitute
further evidence of both the release of Gog anddgdaas well as
their identity.

In addition to analysis based on thestem of meaningf the
subject, our method by which we identify the townd also search
our Qur'an andHadith database to locate any such town which is
connected to Gog and Magog. And sure enough ‘Jerasa
emerges as the only such town. Firstly, we quobeve aHadith
which informed us that Gog and Magog would passhieySea of
Galilee. That Sea is located only 50 miles nortllefusalem. In
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addition, the only town mentioned by name thatinkdd to Gog
and Magog iBait al-Maqdis(i.e. Jerusalem):

“Gog and Magog would walk until they reach the mtaim of al-
Khamr, and it is a mountain of Bait al-Maqdis (Jerusalem)...”
(Sahh Muslim)

Secondly, we recognize a similarity between thevabwo
verses ofSirah al-Anbiyzh’ and the verse ifqirah Ale ‘Imman
referring to Makkah by its old name, ‘Bakkah’. Ieither instance
can we penetrate the verses of tQer'an without referring to
events and other such data located outside of ¢ Bbok.

The Qur'an has informed us that Allah Most High gave the
Holy Land to the Israelite peopleQqran, al-Maidah, 5:29.
Jerusalem is the capital city of that Holy Land.eThistorical
record is that they were expelled from that towme®000 years
ago. However they have now returned to the ‘towrreclaim it as
their own. Jerusalem lies at the very heart of t&vepnnected to
the true Messiah, Jesus the son of Mary. It is fdemusalem that
he will rule the world. It is also from JerusalehattDajjal the
false Messiah must attempt to rule the world. Atdny progresses
to its end, Jerusalem must replace Washington, &orzcthd other
such cities as the center of the world.

It was certainly not by accident that neither ®er’an, nor
the blessed Prophet to whom tQeir'an was revealed and who
was declared to be the teacher of @ua’an, ever identified the
‘town’ linked to Gog and Magog. It is certain ththe reason for
this was to provoke scholars of tlgr'an to critically observe
unfolding events in the historical process in orerecognize the
Signs of Allah Most High and to thus eventually ritiy the
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‘town’. The Qur’'an had directed specific attention to precisely this
aspect of its miraculous text when it declared:
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“In time We shall make them fully understand Ourssages (through
what they perceive) in the utmost horizons (of timéverse) and within
themselves (which includes the unfolding historipabcess), so that it
will become clear unto them that this [revelatias]indeed the truth.
(Still) is it not enough (for them to know) thatythord-God is witness

unto everything?”
(Qur'an, Fussilat, 41:53)

Igbal Ansari and Said Nursi

It was the Muslim philosopher/poet, Dr Muhammadbalq
who, in recognizing this aspect of the Qur'anicelation, applied
the methodologyUsil al-Tafgr) of critically examining unfolding
events in the historical process in order to petetthe meaning
and significance of certain verses of tQar'an. He responded to
the successful conclusion in 1917 of Western aatlon’s
thousand years of Crusades to liberate Jerusaldmawerse of
Urdu poetry in which he declared that all the feroé Gog and
Magog had been released. The verse went on tot ditaslim
attention to the supreme importance of studying jpedetrating
the two verses d&irah al-Anbiyzh’ of the Qur'an that are linked
to Gog and Magog:

Zarnfana means ‘Witty Observations’]

It is amazing, really, that Igbal could have pesmtetl these
two critically important verses of th@ur'an and identified the
‘town’ as Jerusalem as soon as the European Crusedkefinally
succeeded in its quest for liberating JerusalerterAdll, it was not
until 1948 that a State of Israel was restorethénHoly Land.

Igbal's verse which directed attention to the twarses of
Sirah al-Anbiyih’, and thus to the ‘town’, did not escape the
attention of the outstanding Islamic scholdvlaulina Dr
Muhammad Fadlur Rahan Ansari — himself a student of Igbal. Dr
Ansari also recognized the ‘town’ to be Jerusalem. Emk of this
is recorded in Ebrahim Ahmad Bawany’s truly reméat&ebooklet
entitled:'‘Gog Magog and the State of Israelhich was published
in Pakistan about fifty years ago by the Aisha Baywakf(i.e. in
the late 1950's, no date of publication was giventhis booklet).
Commenting on the same two versesSafah al-Anbiyzh’ and to
the ‘town’, Bawany declared in that bookléetve firmly believe, and
for which we have advanced solid arguments in tlewing pages, that
this Ayahrefers in particular to the city of Jerusalem.” (page 2) He
went on to declare“Thus the Ayah of the Holy Qurin (i.e. al-
Anbiyah’: 95-6), beyond doubt, relates to the establishmentoBtate of
Israel by the connivance and support of the powéGog and Magog.
(page 3).He also acknowledged his debt tdaulina Fazlur
Rahnin Angri “whose interpretation and explanation of theat

relating to the return of the people to the ‘towrtiich was destroyed . . .
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inspired me to make research and to write on thgst! (page iii). We
can only lament the fact that Dr Ansari, for reasoh which are
unaware, chose not to write himself on the subjsmtto speak on
it publicly. However it is certain that he was aldeidentify the
‘town’ as Jerusalem because of his methodology U=l al-
Tafsr) of seeking to discover theystem of meaningertaining to
the subject (see chapter two).

Since we also recognized the ‘town’ mentionedsinah al-
Anbiyah’to be Jerusalem, we understand the verses d@tin&n
referred to above to have declared such a returhate been
impossible unless and until Gog and Magog had beleased and
had spread out in every direction. In other wosilsce the Israelite
people have now returned to Jerusalem to reclaa® their own, it
follows that the one thousand years of Europeans&ies to
liberate Jerusalem was a Gog and Magog phenomamahthus
Gog and Magog must have been released into thedveotbng
time ago. In coming to this conclusion this hunbteok has done
nothing more than to take to its logical concludioa trail that was
previously blazed by the outstanding Islamic sawlaf the
modern age, Dr Muhammad Igbal, his student, Dr Muhad
Fadlur Rahman Ansarirahimahumullah)yand the Turkish Islamic
scholarBadiuzzamin Sad Nursi.

There is considerable additional evidence, sucth@sinique
phenomenon of globalization in the modern worl@, iticreasingly
ominous corruption of the moral fabric of societgwnd the world
today, the amazing replication of the essentialbdlgss and
decadent Western way of life amongst all of mankjimdluding
the world of Islam), which can be used to furthegua the case
that the release of Gog and Magog into the wordd fglace a long
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time ago. We leave that task to others who areinoad by the
central thesis of this book, and who may consedyéet inspired
to further extend the arguments here raised.

Sirah al-Kahf of the blessedQur'an informs us of the
implications of Gog and Magog's release into therldoAllah
Most High referred in theirah to the great traveler who traveled
to the two ends of the Earth by the titlelifizl Qarnain. We have
previously pointed out that the woi@arn in Arabic can mean
either ‘horn’ or ‘age’. But since th@ur’an has always used the
world Qarn to mean ‘age’, and has never used it to mean *horn
the implication is that Allah Most High gave a dabindication
that the narrative concernif@hizl Qarnainapplied to two ages.

In the first age, i.e. that @hal Qarnain, power in the world

Power would be
established on foundations that would be essentigtlless, and
instead of being used to punish the oppressoroitldvbe used to
oppress and persecute the innocent. Power woutdb&lsused to
target those possessing faith in Allah Most Higtl kving lives of
righteousness. Finally, power in such a world wdutdused with
an absolute disdain for human rights, oppressiegirdying and
exterminating even those living a primitive way bfie, and
reducing the miserably poor masses of the worla state of even
greater destitution.

The present is precisely that second age. Moderstatfe
civilization possesses power in the world todayt liu is
established on foundations that are essentiallyegedIt uses its
power:

» to oppress the innocent while protecting and
supporting oppressors as well as others who are
unjust in conduct,

» to wage war on religion in general and on Islam in
particular, while targeting those who have faith in
Allah Most High and live lives of righteousnessdan

» to target even the most primitive and defenseless
people while trampling on their human rights to
exterminate them like cockroaches.
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Yesterday’s barbaric ‘ethnic cleansing’ and blatgppression
of the native populations of North and South Aneridustralia,
Southern Africa and Haiti, etc., are sorrowful exdes of the kind
of conduct that still persists today in the brutaid sadistic
occupation of Irag, Afghanistan and Somalia, dim instance of

The
face of (white) Western oppressors (not all whées oppressors)
has become so ugly and despised around the waddtthas now
become necessary for them to hide behind an Amefeasident
with a black face.

Wherever Western civilization occupied non-European
territory the native population faced danger. Theye sometimes
enslaved, but at other times they were even extered. Consider
the following news report in the ‘Sunday Times’ laflia dated
June 26, 1938 which was diligently preserved by teacher of
blessed memoryaulana Dr Muhammad Fadlur Rahén Angiri:

Extermination of an entire race

Britain’s record in Tasmania
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Imperial expansion exterminated a whole race inyats, observes
J. W. Pynter, tracing the tragic history of the Masians ifThe
Inquirer.

The island of Tasmania got its name after Abel dafisasman, who
first discovered it in 1642. Not until a centurydaa half later did any
white man set eyes on the aborigines of the islariekench Captain
landed with his party there in 1772 and was med pgrty of natives,
one of whom advanced and offered a lighted stick sailor. The
Frenchmen interpreted the act as an attack ancedfer on the
natives, who fled, leaving one dead and severahded.

Frightful Outrages

In 1803, a British Captain was commissioned to farsettlement in
Tasmania. The tragedy began . . . One day someesatncluding
women and children, appeared on a high land atieveamp of the
whites. They showed no hostility, but for some unkn reason fire
was opened on them and several were killed.

So frightful was the white attitude that in 1817v@mor Sorell was
compelled to issue a proclamation against basagesron the
persons of aborigines.

Used as Targets

The worst enemies of those natives were the whitéawvs and
bushrangers. They would tie natives to trees ardhem as targets,
or drag native women by force. And their crimestiethe issue of a
proclamation in 1824, warning “settlers and othegainst
massacring natives.

The intermittent warfare, however, continued.

And the ultimate doom of the native race came Withheartless
decision to remove all of them from the main islam@dne of the
islets in Bass’s Strait — a barren spot, where theg off quickly. In
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February 1869, the last Tasmanian man died — Williaune. In May
1876, died Truganina, the last woman.

USA succeeded Britain as the leader of a mysterdeuwssh-
Christian alliance which controlled the world andsmvaging war
onlslam and Muslims on behalf of the Euro-Jewish Statksiafel.
It was that Jewish-Christian alliance which createwdern
Western secular civilization and was using thatilization to
embrace all of mankind in a decadent godless erabrabe
Jewish-Christian alliance secured major victorreghe destruction
of the Ottoman Islamic Caliphate abdr al-Islam, replacing them
with client-States such as the Republic of Turkeg the Kingdom
of Saudi Arabia.

(Thus this verse did not prohibit
friendly relations with all Jews and Christianst liwdid prohibit Muslims
from joining with them in such alliances as CENTEREATO, NATO or
such relations as that which has transformed Arahia the Saudi-
American Kingdom. Rather it anticipated a time wh@ews and
Christians would strangely and mysteriously recieneiith each other,
and would then go on to establish a Jewish-Chrigtlhance. The&ur'an
distinguishes between such Christians who aligm#edves with the
Jews and others (se@ur'an, al-Maidah, 5:89 who would eventually
become the dearest of all friends to Muslims. Iswéth reference to
only such Jews and Christians who are allies ofi @tleer that the divine
command was sent down prohibiting friendship aniibrade.) And
whoever amongst you turns to then{as an ally, etc.pecomes, verily,
one of them.(Such Muslims would be absorbed into that Judeds@én
Gog-Magog godless global society and would losér thséam.) Surely
Allah does not guide those who commiDhulm. (The verse here
delivers a warning that the trademark of that Jev@sristian alliance
would be their acts obhulmi.e. injustice, oppression and wickedness,
and that Muslims should have the commonsense naeissociate with
such people whom Allah Himself would not guide).”

(Qur’an, al-Maidah, 5:51)

This verse of the bless&ur’'an delivered to Muslims a very
serious warning indeed, against ever entering tiloembrace of
those who today rule the world (i.e. the Gog andydpaworld-
order) and wage war on Islam and Muslims. Andwds precisely
what the client-State Kingdom of Saudi Arabia hada] and what
so many neéalafi scholars either could not recognize, or found it
inconvenient to do so. Indeed this is what theremtiorld of Islam
has done in allowing themselves to be trapped e wicked
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embrace of a United Nations Organization, Inteomati Monetary

Fund and World Bank, etc. It was in anticipatiortted oppression
unleashed by precisely that Jewish-Christian atkathat Prophet
Muhammadsallalahu ‘alaihi wa sallamhad declared 1400 years ago:

“You (Muslims) will most certainly fight the Jewsd. those Jews who
are oppressing you), and you will most certainliytkiem (i.e. you will be

victorious) to such an extent that even the stoilespeak and say Oh
Muslim, there is (such) a Jew hiding behind mecame and kill him”.

(Bukhari, Muslim)

Allah Most High had declaredthose who turned towards
them with friendship and as allies would belongthem (and
hence eventually no longer belong to ug)gnce Muslims now
need an Islamic political theology with which thegn respond to
the implications of conduct that was so harshly cderced by
Allah Most High Himself. That conduct has now omisty
appeared in their midst in the form of mindlessssdass universal
Muslim worship at the altar, for example, of a U&a/ Green

Additional implications of the release of Gog andddg into
the world are spelled out iBirah al-Kahfof the blessedur’an.

But
when the time appointed by my Lord-God shall cohte,will make this
(barrier) level with the ground (i.e. demolish ignd my Lord-God’'s
promise always comes true!"

(Qur’an, al-Kahf, 18:98)

The next two verses of thgrah described the major implications
of that release:
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And on that Day We shall (call forth all mankinddaheave them to surge
like waves (that dash) against one another (or eneith each other); and
the trumpet (of judgment) will be blown, and We Islgather them all
together.

In the first verse above, th@ur'an provides an explanation
for the phenomenon of contemporary globalizatiohe Torutal
process of European conquest and colonization ef ribn-
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European world, and its subsequent transformatio carbon-
copies of decadent godless European way of life apsy

described as “waves crashing against each othethandmerging
with each other”. The second verse warned thabaijipation

would produce a ‘hell' of a world, and in order fdre faithful

servants of Allah Most High to preserve faith aatttime they
would have to progressivelgisconnectfrom that godless and
decadent global society.

Allah the all-Knowing already knew that very fewdeed
would choose to sdisconnectand that is why theladith revealed
that 999 out of every 1000 would join the Gog analgey melting
pot and enter into the hellfire:

Rather the children of such a society would becdraasts in
human bodies. In other words they would behave dikimals —
pigs, dogs, monkeys etc. Prophet Muhamratalahu ‘alaihi wa
sallam) warned of a time that would eventually come wheopbe
would engage in sexual intercourse in public likekkys. Those
who have eyes with which to see can already reeegtfiat the
time of public sex is just around the corner. Hdhwdd Muslims
respond to a society and a world which is entesiisgxual garbage
bin?

Political globalization has resulted fBhirk permeating the
entire political system around the world. TBirkis very clearly
present in the modern State when it declares itsde sovereign,
its authority and law to be supreme, possessinigoatyt to make
Halal anything that Allah madélaram (and it has consistently
done so). How should Muslims protect themselvemftbe Shirk
of the modern State?

Economic globalization, on the other hand, has @ed a

This is further confirmed by our recognition ofrdsalem’ as
the ‘town’ mentioned in the two verses &frah al-Anbiyzh’ (95
and 96). The fact that the Israelite people hawe returned to
reclaim that ‘town’ as their own indicates that Gagd Magog
have now successfully spread out in all directiemsl taken
control of the world.

There are truly ominous implications which emengeT our
recognition that Gog and Magog are close to tha Sitage of their
release, and it concerns the following:

. the state of the world, and

Khabath (kha ba tha) means refuse, garbage, scum, etc. But
Khubth (kha ba tha)means wickedness, viciousness, etc. Hence
not only would the Arabs be eventually destroyed hiso, their
destruction would take place at a time when wicked people
prevail in the world and the world would also haxecome the
equivalent of a global garbage dump of moral fitloyruption,
vulgarity and indecencies.

What thisHadith has done is to establish a time-line for the
destruction of the Arabs, i.e. &habathincreases in the world
their destruction at the hands of Gog and Magogladvdtaw closer
and yet closer.

If Muslims seek guidance from the story of the ypumen in
Sirah al-Kahf they would eventually realise that they can
effectively protect themselves and their familieoni the
godlessness and evil that now surrounds if theyewerretreat to
remotely-located Muslim Villagedisconnectedrom the Gog and
Magog society.

Muslims must concentrate on establishing micronéta
communities wherever they can. If an authentic IMu¥illage is
to be established and if it is to provide Muslim$hwihe means of
preserving their faith in today’s increasingly gesl world, then it
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must fulfil the following conditions:

e The public life of a Muslim Village must be estabied on
the firm foundations of th@ur’'an and Sunnah Whatever is
not based on th@ur'an and Sunnahcannot be recognized
essentialfor survival. If a Muslim religious practice cartno
be so established then, regardless of how benkeficraay
be, or how long Muslims may have observed it, duth not
be brought into theMasjid and into the public life of the
Muslim Village, nor should it be allowed to becortie
grounds for division and conflict between Muslin@nly
thus would the Muslim Village survive the sinister
contemporary effort directed at purging Muslim coumities
of all practices (both harmless and harmful) thed aot
based on th&ur'an and Sunnahand the way of théslaf
(plural of Salaf,i.e. early Muslims). One implication of the
above would be that thdalaga of Dhikr of the collective
recitation ofSzah al-Kahfon every day ofumu’ahwould be
held in a private location within the village.

e The Muslim Village must be self-sufficient in food
production and energySirah al-Kahfof the Qur'an points
to solar energy as the means through which thagéllcan
achieve energy independence:

“Thou wouldst have seen the sun when it rose dedlito
the right from their Cave and when it set turningag from
them to the left while they lay in the open spatéhie midst
of the Cave. Such are among the Signs of Allah... Thou
wouldst have deemed them awake whilst they wereepsl

and We turned them on their right and their ledesi. . . .”
(Qur’an, al-Kahf, 18:17-18)

The ‘turning’ of the youths to the right and lefasvachieved
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through the ‘sun’. Phototropism of a plant takescpl
through attraction to sunlight. The plant turnsface the
sunlight. And so it was in consequence of attoacto the

The Sirah also warns concerning absolute purity in food,
hence abstinence from chemical fertilizers, gea#icre-
engineered food, hormones in milk and meat, etarpl8s
production of this organic food of the Muslim Vija can be
marketed out of the Village and this would form tpair the
foundation of the Village economy. An effective nketing
strategy can include, for example, an explanatiothe link
between food, sexuality and sexual virility. In fh@cess of
producing pure and healthy food a Muslim Village ub
demonstrate capacity to do what the rest of theplpeare
increasingly incapable of doing. The same wouldrbe for
the capacity of a Muslim Village to cure alcoholismd drug
addiction, to reverse the decline in sexual maraland
preserve the family unit at a time when it is godlimg
around the world, etc.

A Muslim Village would also have to establish a roic
market which would be as independent as is poséibha
the macro-market, and which would use real money gold
and silver) rather than the artificial paper moifeybe later
replaced by cashless electronic money) of the rmanendet.
In this way the micro-market would survive when the
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fraudulent international monetary system based apep
money collapses. | expect the international mogetgstem
based on paper money to collapse at that time visrael
wages her great war of territorial expansion to eoé the
entire area from ‘the river of Egypt’ (Nile?) toettriver
‘Euphrates’ in Irag. That war is likely to takeapk at any
time now. One of the most important charactesst€ the
micro-market of a Muslim Village is that it woulchgure
circulation of wealth throughout the village econonin this
way the poor of the village would not remain perevaty
poor and the rich would not remain permanently.rigimce
all forms of Ribaz would be prohibited in the village (this
includes both ‘front door’ and ‘back dooRibz) so-called
Islamic banks would not be allowed to do businesshie
Muslim Village.

A Muslim Village would have to make a determinetbgfto
pursueal-lhsan (or Tasawwuf)in order to achieve internal
spiritual insight. Thus village life would have be one of
great simplicity, austerity and piety. There widve to be a
strict enforcement of th&hariah. In addition, a Muslim
Village would have to take complete control oveuaation.
The Qur'an must remain at the center of the system of
education throughout all stages of education. Wheslim
school in a Muslim Village would have one great axttage
over the Muslim school located outside. The chitdiof
such a Muslim school would be supported by a Muslim
community that would be living Islam! Only suchildhen
can truly be trained and educated as Muslims!

All those Muslims who reside in a Muslim Village stu
collectively constituteOne Jam’at under the leadership of
One Anir. TheAmir must be someone who would know the
Din (religion) and live théin. He must also know the world
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today. Regardless of whether he is Arab, Africaork,

Indian, Malay or other, he must enforce tBén on the
members of theJama’at and they must respond withs-

Sam’'u wa at-#'atu (listening and obeying). This will
preserve the internal integrity and discipline oMaislim

Village.

A Muslim Village cannot be used, and must not beduss a
stepping-stone for the eventual control over thaeSt Islam
cannot take control of the State and the Islaiiilafah
cannot be restored while a Gog and Magog world+orde
survives. However armed resistance of oppressiod an
occupation in the territory stretching from Khonada the
center of oppression in Jerusalem must never csiase
there is a guarantee of eventual success mentilsedhere

in this book.

The only purpose of a Muslim Village is to presetive faith

of the believers. Thus, the Village would not bmed except
with the weapons needed to defend it against rabber
bandits, rapists and thieves! It would have noacdp to
defend itself if attacked by the State. In additithe Village
would encourage Hindus, Christians and otherssigleewith
Muslims in the Village on the condition that these anot
hostile to Islam and they agree to abide by thdipulorms
of conduct of the Village. In this way, non-Musfmvould
themselves be able to dispel the rumor-monger dmed t

despite not being armed, would still have to depetbe
means of ensuring the safety and collective securfitall
villagers. This cannot be a Village in which peopkve to
live like prisoners with iron bars on every winda# their
homes, and with expensive security and burglamalar
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systems installed in every home. Security in thbaye
should be such that even a woman can walk in aodnar
the Village at night in complete safety and segurithis
security of the Muslim Village would make a tremend
political statement to the rest of the beleaguevedd.

The entire guidance, which emerges from @er'an and
Sunnahand which must be applied to the task of establsthe
micro-Muslim communities in Muslim Villages, needs be
extracted and classified. This is precisely th& that our teacher
of blessed memoryMaulana Dr Muhammad Fadlur Rahman
Ansari (rahimahullan) has accomplished in his magnificent work
entitled ‘The Quranic Foundations and Structure of Muslim
Society. He has also articulated the concept of Islamidtsglity
with great care and with quite some detail, anddrdoing he has
answered critics who had not even emerged at the that the
book was written. But ‘spirituality’ cannot be aeted unless
there is a prior moral struggle for the achievenwnhoral purity.
One of the major achievements of his book is itdaitks
exposition and classification of the Islamic mocalde and the
beautiful explanation and guidance that it provides the
methodology ofTazkiyah(i.e. moral purification) and ddhikr (i.e.
the fragrance which only true love can deliver whteambraces
the heart and provokes, in the privacy of the heartonstant
remembrance of the beloved).

“The Qur’anic Foundations and Structure of Muslim Society”
constitutes a textbook, workbook and a navigatortlie survival
of Muslims in the stormy seas of the present agean be used as
a manual that would guide Muslims as they now geedstablish
authentic Muslim communities in remotely-located S\
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Villages that are disconnected from the Gog and ddagorld-
order and hence facilitate withdrawal from modeay-djodless
decadent secular society.

Since this book is noampleted we
can, perhaps, take the liberty of sharing thatililes cobweb with
readers:

“They are of small stature, attaining to only oradfhhe size of a man
(another report, in Maut, i. 113, makes them larger). Very ferociousythe
have claws instead of nails, teeth like a lion,gdike a camel, and hair
which completely hides the body. Their ears, hainyone side, are so
large that they use one for a bed and the othea foovering. They live
principally on fish, which are miraculously proviidor them. They
resemble animals in their habits; and Mas'udi elaghem among the
beasts. They used to ravage the country, devoexiagy green thing; and
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it was to prevent this that the people living ndeam begged Alexander
to build the wall shutting them in.

This book has presented arguments confirming tloa &d
Magog are human beings. They were released intovohlel a very
long time ago and began, with the European Crusatthesr

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A large number of Signs of the Last Hour (i.e. LBsty) as
prophesied by Prophet Muhammgghllalahu ‘alaihi wa sallam)
connect to Western civilization created by the igbvChristian
alliance, for exampletwomen would dress like menthence a
