The attendance at the regular LeFlore County
Firefighters Association meetings has for the past
year been almost none and it really brings up the
question, do we want to continue as an
Association? The new regulations on training and
the tax incentives that come with that should have
made our association even stronger and more
needed, but in reality it has not changed the
current status. Five or six members meet monthly
and make decisions that affect the whole 28
departments in the county and that is a shame.
The attendance should at a minimum be 28
firefighters, one from each department.

Let's review why we began the association in the
first place. We formed because we wanted a
united voice in what was happening in the county
and to have greater training for all firefighters in
the county. To that end we have provided an air
trailer for any department to use; a mobile
command post for anyone to use; put radios in
several units across the county; provided for set
apart channels for emergency radio traffic;
provided many hours of training to local
departments through the association meetings and
had a couple of trade days where departments
could come and trade equipment they may not
need for some they may need.

To that end, I think LCFA has come a long way.
But, where are we now. Only five or six people
make the effort once per month to come to the
Kiamichi Technology Center for a meeting. Maybe
we need to re-think whether we need to be in
existence at all, or maybe we need to think about
going to quarterly meetings or maybe you could
come to the next meeting and voice your ideas as
to how we can once again become the viable group
that was dedicated to making firefighting in LeFlore
County the safest it can be with the cooperation
from all 28 fire departments.
