Contestants will compose a melody for one of four 
poems, make a musical arrangement, and perform 
during the concert. Contestants shall compose a song 
about three to five minutes in duration using the lyrics 
of their poem of choice and their original music. 
 
Participants MAY NOT change any word or the 
sequence of words in a line in the poem but may 
change the sequence of the stanzas. They may choose 
one verse to be used as a chorus and they have the 
freedom to choose which stanzas they will perform to 
limit the song within the allotted time.

ACTIVITY GUIDELINES

Each participating group shall be judged on the 
following criteria: 

70% INTERPRETATION 

15 Creativity and uniqueness of melody 

25 Choice of lyrics from the poem 

30 Over-all artistic impression and relevance to the theme 

30% PRESENTATION 

15 Preparedness and effort 

15 Presence and impact 

 



ACTIVITY GUIDELINES 

SIGAW 2: HIMIGSIKAN 

1. The concert on the 12th will be an open air concert at the 
Grand Stand. It will also be a contest, with one piece being 
declared the official song of Sigaw 2. 
 

2. There will be two levels of competition: Level 1 and Level 2. 
Level 1 is for the First and Second Years while Level 2 is for the 
Third and Fourth Years students. 
 

3. Members of the performing groups may hail from different 
sections but must come from the same level of the 
competition. Be sure to express your intent to join the contest 
to your social studies teacher for this will be credited to your 
standing. 
 

4. Only bands and vocalists with accompaniment will be allowed 
to participate in the contest.

5. We will limit the members of each participating group to five 
(5) individuals only. Vocalists may perform solo or in group but 
they must have at least one instrumental accompaniment. 
Groups with a repertoire requiring more than five members 
will have to justify themselves during the orientation. 
 

6. Contestants are given only ten (10) minutes on the stage once 
they are called. This time shall be used for setting-up and for 
the actual performance. Please use this time wisely. 
 

7. Orientation will be on March 7 (Monday), 12:00 to 12:50pm at 
the 4th Floor Auditorium. Attendance is a must. Absence will 
forfeit your chance to perform on the 12th. 
 

8. There are no registration fees to be paid.

9. There will be one winner in each level to be decided upon by 
the judge and they will receive a cash prize. There will only be 
one audience choice and a percentage collected from the 
votes will be the price to be given to the winner. 
 

10. Proceeds of the entire affair will go to the outreach projects of 
AKSIS. 
 

11. There will be a technical rehearsal on the day of the 
competition, March 12, 8:00 am to 12:00 nn. Schedules will be 
given during the orientation on March 7. 
 

12. There will be no elimination round for the contest but please 
prepare well for the concert. Performing groups unable to 
rehearse well during the technical rehearsal will not be 
allowed to perform in Sigaw.
