Bradfield School reopens for students on  
 

Monday 19 APRIL 2010  

Welcome to the final spring term newsletter. Once 
again it has been an exceptionally busy term, as 
the many other items in this edition will testify. 
Now that we are rapidly approaching the better 
weather (I hope!) the situation regarding students 
being offsite during lunch needs reviewing.  There 
are several reasons why the school has a policy 
of trying to keep all of our students on site at 
lunchtime. The four most important are: school 
mealsô planning; healthy life choices; the safety of 
students, and; dealing with a critical incident 
during the lunch break. 
 

With regard to the first two of these we hope that 
you are aware that the school, which has met the 
Healthy Schools Award, offers a wide range of 
choices to our students at lunchtime, and that 
these form the basis of a healthy and balanced 
diet. Many of you, of course, prepare a packed 
lunch for your child, and therefore know precisely 
what your child is eating. It is unfortunately the 
case that in our local community at lunchtime 
there is no offer of a healthy and balanced diet, 
and we know that many of the students who leave 
the site at lunchtime have a meal that consists of 
a packet of biscuits, a packet of crisps and a can 
of coke or similar, which does not constitute a 
suitable meal in preparation for an afternoonôs 
learning. 
 

The other two reasons are interlinked. The school 
cannot ensure the safety of students if they are off 
site, and, if an emergency were to happen there 
would be no-one to deal with it. In the case of an 
emergency on site, e.g. a fire, it is important that 
we know exactly who is or isnôt on site, so that we 
can advise the fire service if the buildings are 
empty. 
 

For all of these reasons, and others, we 
introduced the current system, which to remind 
you is that only Y11 student leaders may leave 
the site, and then only with parental permission. 
This is not, unfortunately, working well, because 
students of other years are being given 
permission to leave the site with no specific 
destination, and many students with permissions 
choose not to leave the site if it doesnôt suit them. 
Therefore we are asking you, as the parent or 
carer of one of our students, to fill in the 
permission slip which is on the back page of this 
newsletter. By doing so you will be agreeing to the 
following: 
 

É That you take full responsibility for the safety 
of your child from 1235 to 1325 every day. 

 

É That your child checks out to go off site by 
1240 every day, and checks back in after 
1320, regardless of the weather conditions. 

 

É That you understand that your child will be 
unable to eat in the school canteen at 
lunchtime. 

É That you will support the school in enforcing 
these rules by requiring your child to accept 
sanctions when given for not following these 
rules. 

 

In order to ensure that the schoolôs database is up 
to date with the most accurate information on this 
matter you are asked to return the letter to school 
even if you have already sent in a similar one. 
From the 19th April only students with a pass, 
which will be issued on receipt of the letter 
referred to above, will be allowed to leave the site. 
Thank you in anticipation of your support.
