Welcome to the final newsletter of this academic year, which we have completed early 

enough to ensure that Y10 can have a copy prior to their work experience fortnight.  

It has been an exciting and, we hope, very successful year. We have introduced many 

initiatives and are optimistic that these will promote attainment at all levels within the 

school, but most particularly provide our outgoing Y11 with the passport to their future of 

5 A* -C at GCSE including English and Maths. Whilst this has been an expensive and time -

consuming process we have been delighted at the level of support for the programme that 

we have received from parents.  
 

We have, of course, not concentrated solely on Y11, and in this and previous newsletters you 

will read many items about the whole range of curricular and extra -curricular opportunities 

we have provided. There are too many to list here but they include: Active -8; Student 

Leaders; Diploma in Engineering; various Engineering/Enterprise Events.  
 

I have previously kept you informed of developments around post -16 provision in the north 

west of the city. I had expressed optimism that this would provide a place at a sixth form 

for all of our students within a reasonable distance from home. Unfortunately the proposals 

currently tabled for the further development of post -16 do not enable this in the way that 

I had envisaged for all of our students. Specifically the plans do not include a sixth form at 

Bradfield School ð something that I believe is critical for the future step improvement in 

student attainment at all levels, and, even more importantly, in raising the aspirations of 

our students. I am still in discussions with our partners in the north west, and with the 

Local Authority, and would hope that this situation can be resolved by the expansion of the 

school to add a sixth form, which will allow us to be a full and equal partner in the north 

west learning partnership. At the moment the Local Authority opposes adding a sixth form 

at Bradfield, and I am therefore exploring other avenues that might allow us to do so. I will 

keep you informed of the outcomes of this process and hope that the school can count on 

your support where necessary.  
 

Finally may I wish you all a fantastic summer.

Students must wear full uniform every day  
 

STANDARD SCHOOL UNIFORM  
 

Black, white or grey polo shirt. If students are not wearing a sweatshirt, polo shirts must 

have the school logo  

Green sweatshirt with school logo  

Plain black formal trousers ð no denim; no tracksuit bottoms; no jeans; no visible studs; no 

extra zips or ties or Plain black skirt of a suitable style and length.  

Black shoes; if worn, boots must be under trousers. High -heeled or backless shoes are not 

allowed for health and safety reasons.  

Excessive jewellery and make -up are not acceptable in school. Students may wear one pair 

of small stud ear -rings and one ring; all jewellery must be removed for PE lessons.  

Facial piercings and studs are not allowed in school. Please think carefully before you allow 

your child to have a piercing as s/he will not be allowed to wear it in school under any 

circumstances.  
 

OUTDOOR CLOTHING  
 

Students need warm, waterproof clothing to protect them when they are travelling 

between buildings in cold, wet weather.  We do not have drying facilities in school and  

students could end up sitting in damp clothing all day if they do not bring a coat. They are 

also expected to go outside during morning break unless it is raining, and this can be a very 

uncomfortable ten minutes without a coat in cold weather!  

 

 

 

Occasionally, students come to school in jeans, with a note from parents explaining why 

they are not in uniform. Our policy is that any student wearing jeans will be withdrawn 

from lessons and spend the day, including social time, in isolation.  
 

We strongly advise you, therefore, to ensure that your child has a spare pair of plain black 

trousers which can be worn in emergencies.
