OWinter Vomiting Disease

South Yorkshire Health Protection Agency has asked us to make parents
aware of the norovirus, already there have been a number of outbreaks
within schools.

Noroviruses are a group of viruses which cau
people. As with all viral infections, norovirus cannot be treated with antibiotics. Noroviruses

are very contagious and are easily spread from person to person, both stool and vomit are
infectious. There are many different strains of this virus which makes it difficult for the

body to develop long lasting immunity.

Symptoms are nausea, vomiting, diaorrhoea possibly accompanied by raised temperature,
chills, stomach cramps, headaches and aching limbs, the illness often begins suddenly.

Treatment there is no specific treatment for norovirus except to let the illness run its
course. However, it is important to drink plenty of (water, dilute fruit juice) to prevent

the symptoms have gone away. In order to prevent spreading the infection please

DO NOT  send your child back to school until 48 hours has passed. Most
