
 
F-Body rear axle bearing removal…the easy way . 

 
 

 

   
 
The axle bearing puller set from Autozone #27129, designed to be used in conjunction 
with the rentable slide hammer for ‘easy’ bearing removal. 
 
 

  
 
The mid-sized of three T-pullers included in that set.  Drive out the pin holding the 
hinged T from the threaded shaft. Keep the nut and washer as-is. 



 
 
Remove the threaded shaft from a standard crank hub ‘bearclaw’ puller. 
 

  
 
Slide the bearclaw hub puller face onto the threaded shaft of the T puller. The threaded 
shaft of the T-puller is slightly smaller in diameter than the hole in the hub puller.  Make 
sure the flat side of the hub puller is facing the T end.  Replace the T and its attaching 
dowel pin. 
 
 



  
 
Insert the T into the rear axle bearing opening.  Your cage and rollers should already be 
pulled out, leaving only the stubborn bearing race. 
 
 

   
 
Once the T is firmly set against the inner edge of the bearing race, tighten the retainer nut 
and oversize washer against the bearclaw puller. The flat edge of the bearclaw should be 
against the rear axle tube, giving the T-puller a solid point from which to pull.  
 
 



   
 
The puller should look like this, ready to begin tightening the nut against the bearclaw 
and pulling the bearing race out with the T-puller. 

  
 
Keep the T-puller shaft stable with one wrench as you tighten the nut against the 
bearclaw.  After an inch or so of threading, the bearing race will be clear of the tube and 
ready for replacement.
