2. Practice your drawing/sketching skills.

Requirements:

1. Subject matter must be existing objects, environments, people or animals. No copies of photographs/images, artworks or designs belonging to other artists are permitted.
2. You should be drawing on both sides but depending on the medium used, you may have to draw only on 1 page if using mediums that will easily ‘soil’ pages or your sketchbook pages are very thin. Pens and pencils should not have such problems. 

3. Include as much detail as possible.

You are to submit an A4 sized sketchbook with at least 30 pages of sketches/drawings of things you observed.

· Use this opportunity to practice different drawing styles, or try using different mediums.

· Take this assignment as an opportunity and also a stepping stone in building up your skills and portfolio. Good sketches are also indicators of your abilities to potential employers and undergraduate programmes.
