Assignment 01 – Design Thinking 101 Ideas

Design Elements

The idea is to use the 7 design elements to create posters. The emphasis is to let viewers see the flow of the image, leaving an open-ended thinking. For example in DE Giraffe, if the sounds of animal were to create wonderful melodies, we would have a new symphony. Therefore the design is to create a flow of the musical notes in a wave. In the usage of Lines, lines usually direct the viewer’s eye to a destination. Yet lines can also create illusion to perceive the human eye into thinking whether the star is appearing inward or outwards.

Design Principles

The idea is to use paper cut-outs to form a design with the 6 design principles. The emphasis is on using a piece of paper to create marvellous art. The unity is everything done in just a piece of paper border. While creating contrast with different layers of paper, is to create a depth and shade of the design. Shades of colour can also direct the eyes, to whether which are the foreground and background.
Character Design

The idea is to use daily basic objects to create a character, a non-existence character. The approach uses different drawing type, sketchy, refined lines, cartoony, bubbly.

Typography

The idea is to manipulate the word and also show it graphically. For example the word “Killed”, the letter “I” is lying on the ground to show that the person is killed. The dot in the letter shows a person head, and the letter body shows the body of the human. The example “Layers”, shows like different pieces of creative papers stack together, revealing the next bottom coloured layer.
Colour Interaction

The idea is to use environmental scenes to show the colour interaction between the time of the day or the season of the year. The colour scheme is also another way to mix colours of four together to blend and represent different atmosphere and tone. The colour design of the Pepsi is also another to show the colour, to perhaps represent the flavour of the drink or to represent different personalities to suit the taste of them.
History of Art and Design

The idea is to use influential people of 2010 and 2011.  The art mimics modern masters of Andy Warhol and Mondrian. Andy Warhol approach to pop art influences the view into distinct colours yet just clearly show the parts of the portrait in the art. Mondrian uses basic clean lines and distinct strong colours, mainly primary colour to project the simplicity of the art. The gaps and spacing in the lines also shows how each line creates to form different shape and form.
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
