We are ready to begin the Habitat for Humanity 

Women Build house. The lot chosen by the home-

owner is in the Warren Ridge subdivision and the 

address is 294 St. John's Place (you can Google for 

directions, it is off of Pine Log Rd). Actual construc-

tion began on July 17, with the building of the storage 

shed and a few volunteers participated in that project.  

The week-end of July 31 and August 1 will see the 

construction of the floor joists and sub-floor.  Volun-

teers will be used on those dates.  Framing of the 

walls will be done on  August 7 and 8.  Many volun-

teers will be needed for those days. You are not re-

quired to have taken the Lowe's classes to volunteer.  The complete 

build schedule is available on the Habitat website at 

www.habitataiken.org. If you have not registered, use the Volun-

teerUp button to register as a new volunteer. Then you may access 

the calendar and schedule and sign up for the days you wish to vol-

unteer. If the day chosen has filled its' quota you may sign on the 

wait list.  You will then be notified by e-mail if there is an opening.  

The Waiver Release form, found on VolunteerUp must be printed 

out, completed and returned to the office before volunteering in any 

capacity that puts you on the construction site, including serving 

lunches.  

Women Build volunteers will be assisted by a few men from Habi-

tat's experienced "Friday Crew".  They will answer questions, in-

struct on tasks and assist as needed.  Work days are Fridays and 

Saturdays, 8:00 a.m. to 2:30 p.m., with a 30 minute break for lunch 

(provided by other volunteers). If you have a hammer, tool belt, 

gloves, safety glasses, etc., please bring them, labeled.  A hat is a 

good idea and PLEASE no sandals or open toed shoes, and no jew-

elry.   A sturdy sneaker or work shoe is preferable.
