
Harry & Susan Dillard , 153 Charles Towne Place

Artistry awaits you in the home of Susan and Harry Dillard.  
In the foyer, Susan’s painting of a beautiful mural catches
your eye. The combination of an antique table and an 
extraordinary mirror enhance the dining room. The owners’ 
eclectic style is depicted in a self-portrait commemorating a 
visit in the late 50’s to her uncle’s farm. The Dillards enjoy 
cooking and have incorporated an English design with a 
farmhouse theme in their updated, spacious kitchen. Notice 
the tall cabinets with unique antique glass and latches. 
Tranquility through a garden motif is evident in the use of 
seaside colors that dominate the master bedroom and bath. 
A decorated tree and a wrought iron pergola are special 
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the artist! Windows were added to provide additional light 
in Susan’s studio. Paintings in progress, on their respective
easels, demonstrate her versatility. Before leaving, if you 
missed the surprise lighting on the indoor tree, look again!

Bob & Bitsy Fitzsimmons, 101 Magnolia Lake Lane

Family heirlooms and diverse collections add elegance and 
whimsy to this totally renovated home. An irreplaceable 
grandfather clock, built in 1899, welcomes you into the foyer 
and the dining room’s magnolia wall covering lends Southern 
charm. A feeling of comfort permeates the great room and 
English iron pieces augment the adjacent covered deck. An 
Oriental theme inspired by the hand-made duvet and area 
rug creates a serene oasis in the master bedroom. An informal 
eating area, the Monkey Room, includes an extraordinary 
chandelier and a table with elephant legs. A clever creation 
known as the watchdog resides in the kitchen. Notice the 
“painting”on the upper landing which is actually an embroi-
dered cloth sewn by Chinese artisans. “Do Not Disturb” signs 
on guest bedroom doors are remembrances from the owners’ 
journeys. As you exit the driveway, don’t miss the creative iron 
sundial sculpted by Bitsy’s aunt and yes, it actually works!

Diane Hess, 336 Forest Pines Road

An enchanting trellis covered in Lady Banksia roses welcomes 
you to the gracious front porch of this lovely two-story brick
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her use of warm, vibrant colors. The graceful dining area with 
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of an elegant country farmhouse. Sunshine yellow walls, white
cabinets and black tile enhance the spacious kitchen. Notice 
the unique lamps as you go from room to room. Enter 
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chandeliers in the bath and framed christening dress as the 
focal point over the bed.

The bar area has a French 
bistro decor. Black and burgundy hues are dominant in the 
Oriental wall covering in the master bath. A focal point in the 
master suite is the antique sleigh piece at the foot of the bed. 
Before you leave, enjoy the peacefulness of the panoramic 
view from the patio overlooking the lake and golf course.

Jack & Bonnie Morrison, 817 Holley Lake Road
enter from Wax Myrtle Circle

In a ten month period, the Morrisons have transformed 
their home into a beautiful dwelling they have aptly
named Mariposa Cottage. The decor is an eclectic mix
that blends beautifully. The ceiling of the porch and 
breezeway is painted Haint Blue, a color connected to a 
low country folklore which is said to keep the evil spirits
at bay. The ambiance of the cottage was created through 
the use of natural light and exquisite chandeliers in each
room. In the foyer, built-in shelves display two Greensboro 
clocks which were made in the 1800’s. Elegance describes
the dining area, which includes an antique sideboard and 
heirloom silver. Unique touches in the kitchen include 
distressed walnut countertops and a backsplash fashioned 
from handcut brick. Notice the distinctive reclaimed beams 
from an old tobacco farm surrounding the mantlepieces in
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abilia from his days at West Point. Any visitor would feel 
pampered in the separate guest cottage which overlooks
the pool and Holley Lake.

Georgia Teich, 130 Enclave Drive

The Enclave is a beautiful, peaceful area of the Reserve

is prominant in her foyer. The kitchen boasts a wine cellar
and the white ceramic dog  provides a cheerful greeting. 
A unique carousel coffee table is the focal point in the 
living area and a hand-carved rabbit sits happily on the 
bookshelf. Paintings, a beautiful tray ceiling and the lovely
chandelier compliment the dining room. A print of
Picadilly Circus and an impressionist work by Simbori
enhance the master suite. In addition to a screened  porch,
the backyard’s tranquil view is seen throughout the open
layout of this home. A pond and waterfall, which provide
a safe haven for wildlife, complete the picture of a 
uniquely serene setting.
