	SSRAC had a total of 226 Proposed changes with the following results: 

	General:
	-32 submitted, There will be a major re-write on Physical Security. MSO/FPP terminology will be changed and the changes will be reflected in (009-01) and the JFMM.
-Did not provide a break out status of the 32.

	Environmental/Safety:
	16 Submitted; 1 approved as written
7 modified and approved
7 rejected
2 withdrawn
009-071 major rewrite. A new Safety standard was coming out from this SSRAC but has been withdrawn due to the amount of work still needed. May be adopted the next SSRAC in FY 09.

	Hull/Preservation:
	-100 submitted; Did not provide a breakout status of the 100. 

-Change 2 to the FY09 standards coming out soon and will only have the change addressing paperless readings. Will change to paper or paperless. 

-There are several pilot programs on going and all the proposed changes that applied to the pilot programs were not approved at this SSRAC, still collecting data. More data is needed 

	QA/Machinery:
	-33 submitted; 5 approved as written, 23 modified and approved, 5 rejected.

-009-04 changes to clarify what part of the QMS needs to be sent for review and approval to NAVSEA 04 or RMC. “Quality Manual, QP required by 9001-2000 standard and QP required by Para 3.2 of 009-04.” 

-QMS changes sent to NAVSEA 04 and RMC after review and approval was clarified from any changes to “any revision” 

	QA/Machinery:
	- 009-13, Hydro testing in reference to gauges % of tolerence. 009-13 will have minor changes, one requiring the vendor doing the calibration to put the name and location of the company doing the calibration on the item being calibrated and put their lab code if they are a NAVY certified lab (only 14 in the world). The lab code needs to be on the cal sticker the company name and location can be on a different sticker but will need to be on the item somewhere.

	Piping/Boiler:
	10 submitted; 4 modified and approved, 6 rejected

	Electrical/electronics:
	8 submitted; 2 approved as written, 2 modified and approved. 4 rejected

	4E/Standard Phraseology:
	16 submitted; 11 approved as written, 1 modified and approved, 3 rejected, 1 other, 4/E Para 3 GFM/CAM and 4/E Para 5 GFM phraseology will be re-written.

	The draft proposed changes from this meeting will be posted on the SSRAC web site NLT 28 August 08.
