3. MSR member (BAE) stated that he is pursuing the NBPI equivalent course once available here at a lower cost. Discussion followed.

5. Open discussion – Member discussion followed. 
NEW BUSINESS
1. Chairman (PACSHIP) welcomed all members and informed everyone he was in the middle of an ISO 9001-2000 audit. He then turned the meeting over to MSR member (BAE) Jerry Hall. Thank you Jerry!
2. MSR member (BAE) informed everyone that we had a guest today. Jerry welcomed Mr. Charlie Hurd.  Charlie Hurd is the West Coast Representative for Thermal Spray Solutions based in Chesapeake, Virginia. Charlie stated that his company and facility was NAVSEA certified and that they can handle any Thermal Spray Process along with precision grinding. Handouts were distributed.
3. Discussed the audit schedule and went over the status of late audits. Reminded everyone to get caught up with any outstanding audits. There was no Audit Status report from our Gatekeeper this month.

4. MSR member (BAE) went over the training schedule for competent persons, cableway inspections and welders workmanship. MSR member (BAE) stated he is in the process of putting a 3 day competent person’s class together. Jerry Hall also mentioned that it would be a 4 day class along with an 8 hour refresher in the near future. 
5. Jerry also informed members that NBPI (NAVSEA Basic Paint Inspector). This class will be confirmed for sometime in July.
6. MSR member (BAE) mentioned that NAVSEA has had discussions about looking at check points in a different way. The government will reduce the oversight for select subcontractors and only require checkpoints for the surface prep and final paint inspection, more to follow.
7. Open Discussion:
a. MSR member (BAE) announced that there have been problems with hot work notices among the water front. Subcontractors working for prime contractors are putting in hot work notices without informing the prime contractors. Discussion followed. Last meeting (NASSCO) requested the sub-committee brainstorm the possibility of an Electronic HOT-WORK Chit system. The system would reduce paperwork and redundancy from multiple contractors submitting chits for the same job.
b. ED Yankovich informed everyone that the SRRAC convention will be held the week of July 29, 2008 in Jacksonville Florida. All members are encouraged to attend and or provide feedback using the SRRAC Standard Item Change Proposal.
