6. Christina Sullivan (FBS) stated she had a copy and would provide it for distribution to members. See Website.
7. Jerry hall (BAE) announced that C-12 and C-14 certification classes were successfully held last week. Suggests that NBPI Certification be arranged the same way by gathering enough students to justify the fees and travel charges for SSPC Instructor/Proctor. Discussion followed.

OPEN DISCUSSION:
a. Chairman (PACSHIP) thanked all QA subcommittee members for their role in conducting annual audits. Spoke briefly about how improvements are more evident waterfront-wide because of our educational approach and because of our increased audits (of Vendors and Subs). More of the small subcontractors are aware of the specific NAVSEA requirements. Some have working quality systems that before they may not have had. For example, vendors are focusing their systems to better comply with NAVSEA material certification, identification/traceability, and storage, issue and receipt requirements. This reduces risk for their customers and the NAVY.
b. Jerry Hall (BAE) gave members an update on SSPC training. Local C-7 Blasters Certification, NBPI, and Plural Component training was discussed. Recommended we try going with SSPC training and split the cost. To do this Jerry stated we need about 20 interested students before inviting SSPC to conduct any training in San Diego.
