Two Biblical Principles Of Being A Real Man:

1. AReal Man
Ephesians 5:25, “Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ loved the church.”

« Are you willing to lay down your life?

« 1 Peter 3:7, “Husbands, in the same way be considerate as you live with
your wives, and treat them with respect as the weaker partner and as
heirs with you of the gracious gift of life, so that nothing will hinder

your prayers.”

« Men, do you realize that if you don’t respect your wife, if you are not
considerate of her... your prayers will be hindered???

« Don’t dwell on the negatives. Pray for your wife DAILY!

2. A Real Man

Ephesians 6:4, “Fathers, do not exasperate your children; instead, bring them
up in the training and instruction of the Lord.”

» Proverbs 22:6, “Train a child in the way he should go, and when he is
old he will not turn from it.”

» Two Ways To Train Your Children
l. Them

 Schedule a FAMILY NIGHT once a week.
Designate one day per month when you will take one of your kids
out and just spend time with that child individually.
