for us as a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God.”

Verse 3, “...among you there must not be even a hint of sexual immorality, 
or of any kind of impurity, or of greed, because these are improper for 
God’s holy people.”

Second, Through Your _________________
Verse 4, “Nor should there be obscenity, foolish talk or coarse joking 
which are out of place, but rather thanksgiving.”
• James 3:6

3. Reflect His  _________________________________________________
Verse 8, “For you were once in darkness, but now you are light in the 
Lord.  Live as children of light...”

Three results of reflecting God’s light:

First, It Produces ____________________________________
Verse 9, “the fruit of light consists in all goodness, righteousness, and 
truth.”

Second, It Helps Us Discern ___________________________
Verse 10, “...and find out what pleases the Lord.”
• Romans 12:2

Third, It Exposes ____________________________________
Verse 11, “Have nothing to do with the fruitless deeds of darkness, but 
rather expose them.”
• 1 John 1:5-7
