1. Recognize The

Romans 6:23, “the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in
Christ Jesus our Lord.”

« We are literally in a spiritual life or death situation

« James 1:14-16, “each one of you is tempted when, by his own evil
desire, he is dragged away and enticed. Then, after desire has
conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, gives

birth to death. Don’t be deceived, my dear brothers.”

2. [Evaluate Your

Romans 6:16, “Don t you know that when you offer yourselves to someone to
obey him as slaves, you are slaves to the one whom you obey - whether you
are slaves to sin, which leads to death, or to obedience, which leads to
righteousness?”

» Two Options:
Option A: Slavery to
Romans 6:20-21
The result of this option: shame and death

Option B: Slavery to
Romans 6:22
The result of this option: holiness and eternal life

3. Take

Romans 6:19, “Just as you used to offer yourselves as slaves to impurity and
to ever increasing wickedness, so now offer yourselves as slaves to
righteousness lead to holiness.”

« Romans 6:12, “Do no let sin reign in your mortal body so that you obey
its evil desires...”

« Ifsin is reigning in your life it is only because you are letting it reign...
you are allowing it to be your master.

« Romans 6:14, “For sin shall no longer be your master...”
