Vv. 11-13, “It was he who gave some to be apostles, some to be prophets, 
some to be evangelists, and some to be pastors and teachers, to prepare God’s 

people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up until we 
all reach unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God...”

• If we’re going to be built up it will be as a result of laypeople actively 
choosing to become connected with each other.

• Acts 4:32, “All the believers were one in heart and mind.  No one 
claimed that any of his possessions was his own, but they shared 

everything they had.”
