
WHO IS THIS JESUS?
Hebrews 1:1-13

There are many “Christians” who have been in the church all their lives but 
don’t seem to know what they believe.

Three Important Truths:

1.  The Incomparable __________________________________ of Christ

• Verses 1-2b, “In the past God spoke to our forefathers through the prophets 
at many times and in various ways, but in these last days he has spoken to 
us by his Son...”

• Jesus is greater than all the prophets
• God spoke to our spiritual fathers through the prophets, but now God speaks 

to us through his Son
• Verses 4-5 tell us Jesus is also superior to all the angels
• Verse 6b, “...Let all God’s angels worship him.”
• This was an imporant correction to the heresies which had infiltrated the 

church a that time.  There are still cults today that teach this ancient heresy

2. The Incomparable __________________________________ of Christ

• Verse 3a, “The Son is the radiance of God’s glory and the exact 
representation of his being, sustaining all things by his powerful word.”

• Jesus is the exact essence of His Father
• Colossians 1:15 and 2:9 “He is the image of the invisible God...”  “For in 

Christ all the fullness of the Deity lives in bodily form.”
• John 1:1-2, “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God 

and the Word was God.  He was with God in the beginning.”
• Hebrews 7:27-28, “Unlike the other high priests, he does not need to offer 

sacrifices day after day, first for his own sins, and then for the sins of the 
people.  He sacrificed for their sins once for all when he offered himself...”

• Jesus is the one and only Son of God

3. The Incomparable __________________________________ of Christ

• Verse 3b, “After he provided purification for sins, he sat down at the right 
hand of the Majesty in heaven.”

• Christ alone could take away our sins through his sacrifice on the cross
• Jesus is uniquely qualified for the work He was given to do
• Romans 5:6-11
