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This term was a challenging one, beginning at the residency in June and working through many transitions as I began to clarify what it was that I was trying to express about the relationships within my family. I carried on with my everyday project and began to focus on my childhood fears and anxieties, the traces I still see within my family relationships. Working with them, I am pulled back to other threads of family life, what my experience has been and what my reality continues to be as I look into the web each family member continues to create.  

I wasn’t always able create the images that I had envisioned. Some, like the egg images, were more successful than I had imagined. Toward the end of the term, I began to experiment with objects that were symbolic, hoping they would bring out the things that were unspoken in my childhood: a memory of the things unobserved. I discovered that to communicate my honest perception of my family dynamics it was vital to set these scenarios without direct family input. With intention, I have pushed my work toward creating images that blend my family dynamics and the stories that I was drawn to as a child. During that time, to defeat the reality of my family life, I immersed myself in stories that showed me a way to escape. Now I am attempting to create a narrative of how it felt like to experience these moments, rather than creating an accurate illustration.
