Documentaries/Short Films 

In the year 2009, Silcreation released one 

documentary and two short films. Documentary The 

Third Generation along with the two short films was 

screened in different parts of the world.  One of the 

short films Will You Accept Me? also participated the 

Plural Plus film festival of IOM, International 

Organization for Migration.      

The Third Generation (2009) 

Silcreationôs first documentary The Third Generation 

(Tesro Pusta in Nepali) was released on 16
th
 July 2009. 

The 38 minutes long documentary was directed by Manoj 

Bhusal and was produced for Silver Lining Creation by 

Manoj Bhusal and Som Chaulagai. 

The documentary is based on a 19 years old Nepalese boy 

who leaves his well paid job with the United Nations in 

order to pursue a higher degree in the west. The 

documentary features his daily struggles in a new 

environment and, most importantly, portrays his self-

awareness and longing for the search of identity. Amidst 

utter sadness looming around, he comes up with an idea 



which could transform his war savaged country into a prosperous wonderland!  

The Third Generation had been screened in different parts of the world. Similarly, it was sent 

for the competition in different film festivals around the world. 

An Ecological Date (2009) ï A short film for environmental awareness  

The short film An Ecological Date was produced as a part of Silver Lining Creation public 

awareness series. It was released on 29
th
 June 2009. This was mainly aimed to be promoted by 

some environmental organisation in order to underpin current issues of climate change. 

Likewise, this was also screened in different short film (under five minutes Film) festivals.  

Will you accept me? (2009) ï A short film about immigration and integration   

The short Will you accept me? was released on 9
th
 September 2009. The film is based on the 

issue of immigration and integration. The film portrays cultural dilemmas that people 

experience and two cultures come into contact. 

The film was also screened in different parts of the world and included to take part in a short 

film competition organised by IOM (International Organisation for Migration) in the USA.  

Screening of The Third Generation (2010) and discussion on possible uses 

of media in community transformation  

On 31 August 2009, Silcreation organized a documentary screening program in Silitie 

Helsinki.      

The Third Generation (2009), a 38 minute 

long documentary produced by Silver Lining 

Creation, received tremendously positive 

response from the audience. The 

documentary was screened in Helsinki 31
st
 

august 2009 where many people representing 

different parts of the world gathered to watch 

the film. 

Silver Lining Creation's two short films 'Will You Accept Me?' and 'An Ecological Date' were 

also screened on the same occasion. The screening was followed by a discussion on 'the 

possible use of new media in community transformation.'  

Prior to the screening, SLC's chairperson and the Chief-Editor Manoj Bhusal delivered a 

speech and informed the audience about SLC's goals, objectives, mission and current 

activities.   

The programme was hosted by SLC's vice-chairperson Som Chaulagai and guest speakers 

commented on the documentary and other short films screened at the programme. Speaking at 

the second phase of the programme, Sudip Joshi, the documentary's central figure, and the 

secretary of SLC, called on everybody to rise up with anything they have and possess to work 

for a better world. Accompanied with the director, he answered questions posed by the 

audience relating to the documentary and the 'All for All' project.

In association with Hari-Vasha Union Federation in Panchagarh-Bangladesh, Silver Lining 

Creation organized a community media training for the federation's youth forum members. 

The three day long training programme (1-4 Nov 2009) was led by SLC's director and chief-

editor Manoj Bhusal and assisted by local volunteers, elected Federation members and NGO 

workers as well. 

The participants were given a short course on 

documentary making enabling them to produce a 

ten-minute long video about the organization they 

are associated with. The video produced by the 

youths can be viewed at Silcreationôs YouTube 

channel as well.   

"We had never got a chance to learn about video 

making though it always appeared to be a 

fascinating tool to us. But we feel very happy that 

within this short period of time we have learned a lot and even produced a video on our own," 

said the forum's chairperson Rafiqual Islam. Hari-Vasha federation is an active community 

based organization in northern Bangladesh working with the poor for more than twenty years. 

The organization also consists of different wings such as youth forum, women forum, disaster 

management committee and an information cell.     



Describing his experience with the young 

participants, chief-editor Bhusal said, "It was 

amazing to see how these youths were active 

all the time to learn something new and make 

use of that. They have shown great potential 

and they are amazingly creative as well.  This 

has also paved a way for new possibility that 

filmmaking trainings can be successfully 

delivered in small communities and villages where there is not even electricity available."     

The training was organized under SLC's community media learning programme and further 

similar trainings will be organized in other parts of the world as well. 

 

Global South Development Magazine  

In close collaboration with its partner 

organizations, Silver Lining Creation 

decided to launch a development journal in 

the meeting held on 29
th
 July 2009. The 

journal, Global South Development Magazine was aimed at covering a wide range of 

development issues, mainly of developing countries.  

Freelance writers, journalists, community and NGO workers, development experts and people 

directly taking part in development initiatives started contributing to the journal. The 

magazineôs first issue was published in March 2010 though a substantial work for it was 

already completed already in final months of the year 2009.  

SilDistance  

In the year 2009 Silcreation designed and started 

offering  a twelve-week long distance learning 

program on Social Flmmaking. The course is offered 

completely online and is free of charge. A limited 

number of students were selected for the program on 

the basis of application documents and a written 

essay.   

Silcreation works on a wide range of global issues, but as its primary focus is on the issues of 

developing countries, the applicants for this programme should either come from a developing 

country or should be able to show his or her interest in the developing world. The program 

also welcomed applicants who worked or intended to work with indigenous communities, 

ethnic minorities, women and in environmentally hazardous regions.
