Ablution - the washing of one's body or part of it (as in a religious rite)

Acquisitiveness - having strong desire for acquiring and possessing; covetousness

Allegiance - the fidelity owed by a subject or citizen to a sovereign or government; devotion or loyalty to a person, group, or cause

Ardent - characterized by warmth of feeling typically expressed in eager zealous support or activity; impassioned

Ascetic - practicing strict self-denial as a measure of personal and especially spiritual discipline; austere in appearance, manner, or attitude

Austere - morally strict; giving little or no scope for pleasure

Avarice - excessive or insatiable desire for wealth or gain; greed

Besmirch - to make dirty, stained, or discolored; to smear with something that stains or dirties; to bring discredit or disgrace on [from smirch]

Countenance - calm expression; mental composure; demeanor

Courtesan - a prostitute with a courtly, wealthy, or upper-class clientele

Diversity - the condition of being diverse, esp.: the inclusion of diverse people (as people of different races or culture) in a group or organization

Ennui - a feeling of weariness and dissatisfaction; boredom

Equanimity - evenness of mind especially under stress; composure, sangfroid

Erudition - extensive knowledge acquired chiefly from books

Fraud - an act of deceiving or misrepresenting; a person who is not what he or she pretends to be

Illustrious - notably or brilliantly outstanding because of dignity or achievements or actions; eminent; clearly evident

Insatiable - incapable of being satisfied

Insipid - lacking in qualities that interest, simulate or challenge; devoid of qualities that make for spirit and character

Intoxicate - to excite or elate to the point of enthusiasm or frenzy

Intrinsic - belonging to the essential nature and constitution of a thing; originating wholly within oneself

Mortification - the subjection and denial of bodily passions and appetites by abstinence or self-inflicted pain or discomfort

Nirvana - the final beatitude that transcends suffering, karma, and samsara and is sought especially in Buddhism through the extinction of desire and individual consciousness; a place or state of oblivion to care, pain, or external reality; enlightenment, bliss; a goal hope for but apparently unattainable

Oblivion - the fact or condition or forgetting or having forgotten, esp. the condition of being oblivious; the condition or state of being forgotten or unknown

Ostracize - to exile; to exclude from a group by a common consent

Piety - fidelity to natural obligations; dutifulness in religion

Renounce - to give up, refuse, or resign usually by formal declaration; to refuse to follow, obey, or recognize any further

Rejuvenate - to make young or youthful again; to give new vigor; to restore to an original or new state; to regain vitality, health, and vigor

Serenity - the state or quality of being serene; calmness

Supple - compliant often to the point of obsequiosness; readily adaptible or responsive ro new situations; easy and fluent without stiffness or awkwardnes

Transitory - tending to pass away; of brief duration; fleeting, temporary
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
