DETAILS:

1. Groupings.  Every section has been divided into three groups with students participating in the Robotics Competition excluded.
2. Category. Each group will be assigned a category which is either formal (serious), comedy, or animation.

3. Topic. The group is free to choose the topic of their own choice but based on the Chemistry lessons but with the approval of their teacher. It should be noted that no two groups of the same category must have the same topic. If in case this happens, the first group to propose will have the topic.

4. Presentation. During the YMSAT week, the groups’ output will be presented in ASTB-204.

5. Grade Component. The project will be graded individually which will constitute 12.5% of the 4th quarter Chemistry 2 tentative grade. The breakdown of the grade will be as follows:

6%       Content          The substance of the video which presents the chemistry applications

2%       Creativity       The resourcefulness, creativity and originality of the presentation

2%       Judge Grade  The grade given by the specific judge for the category

2%      Group Grade  Average of the grades given by the groupmates

0.5%   Time Line       Punctuality of the submissions of the components of the project
