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Adding a detention

To add a detention complete the steps below:-

1. Select the year
2. Select the student
3. Pick the date using the calendar that pops up (see image above)
4. Select a reason for the detention
5. Select your department
6. Tick if it was a cover lesson
7. Add a room where the detention will take place
8. Click submit

If you forget to enter any information a warning message will appear at the top in red.
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Managing your detentions

At the bottom of the detention screen your current detentions are shown.

One function of this is as a teacher you can track who and when you have detentions, it 
also tells you if the admin department has sent the letters.

This gives you a few options:-

• A attended box
• If you tick yes the detention disappears
• If you tick no it will ask you to book another detention for the student.

• The ability to delete a detention, incase you made a mistake.
• A new date button, incase you need to change the date.

Clicking on current detentions will show all current detentions in the school. It will show all 
detentions set by every teacher. 
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Whole school detention

Once a student has failed to turn up to two teacher detentions the system puts them into a 
whole school detention. Students in this whole school can be view by clicking on Whole 
school detention.
