The great news is 
that Snapper can be caught almost anywhere at the moment and there are some beauties around as 
well. The fish leading the West Coast challenge so far is 11Kgs, caught by Trevor McLaughlin of the 
Raglan Sport fishing club.

So without consultation with the Big Game fishing council, a  
representative of the recreational fishing council reserved a company name of “New Zealand Sport 
fishing Council Ltd.” on the companies register for the sole purpose of preventing the big game fishing 
council of using that name.  

Well as you can imagine that went down like the proverbial cup of cold sick with the members of the 
Big Game council. Long Story short as part of the fallout, Sheryl Hart has stood down as Zone 6 area  
representative, and this weekend just passed, Yours truly was elected by the zone as it’s new  
representative. What does this mean? It means that I will be responsible for representing the  
interests of Zone 6 (West Coast Clubs from Raglan to Taranaki) to the Big game fishing council.   

Unfortunately the first management meeting will be on November 14th, which is when we’ll all be  
fishing with our families at the club family fishing weekend at Coromandel. There will also be a Special 
General meeting on December 12th to ratify yet another new name for the council. The proposed new 
name will be The New Zealand Sport Fishing Council Inc. If you have a serious objection to this newly 
proposed name then please let the committee know. If you have a problem with the way the Recrea-
tional Fishing council has acted or the way the Big Game fishing council responded, it’s best to leave it 
be. Pretty much everything that can be said has been said, we just have to move on. 
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Which reminds me, if you haven’t made plans to be there for November 13th, 14th and 15th, you still 
have a chance, as there is still accommodation available at the Shelly beach campground. Come along, I  
guarantee you’ll have fun. 

We were all absolutely stoked to see the turnout at the last club night for the inaugural buy Sell and 
Swap night, I’m really not sure just how much got bought or sold but it was good to see all the faces 
both old and new coming out of the woodwork. 

Our next club night will be December 15th which will see the return of our annual Christmas club night 
with an end of year barbecue, and the re-establishment of a yet to be named novelty event……Watch 
this space.

Raffle 
Very shortly this Council is about to launch a national raffle, possibly one 
of the most significant campaigns during the last 50 plus years  
undertaken by the NZBGFC. 

A licence has been approved by the Dept of Internal Affairs for the NZBGFC to conduct this 
for the purposes of “raising funds for the continued development and delivery of the Hiwi 
The Kiwi goes fishing program throughout NZ and the promotion of marine  
management issues”. 

Under their criteria we are allowed to sell 48,000 tickets at a value of $5.00 each. As with 
any fund-raising the success is very much dependent on feet on the ground to sell the  
maximum of tickets and in this case it very much relies on the Council representatives i.e. the 
club delegates to carry out this function. 

An allocation of tickets will be made to each delegate representing approximately 10% of 
their respective club memberships.  It is the intention that they will distribute them to club 
members and businesses within the community and encourage the sales from those  
areas. 

This is an opportunity for clubs to show that we are doing something for the kids of NZ and 
using this as the feature of the promotion it is most helpful when selling tickets. 

In order to monitor sales and the campaign it is most important that ticket butts together 
with cheques be returned on a regular basis (every two weeks) to the raffle co-ordinator 
Shelley Herbert P O Box 960 Napier. 

Nationally tickets will be distributed to Hunting & Fishing stores and order forms will be sent 
to every school visited to date and available in NZ Fishing News. 

The budget for the HTK project approved at Council’s AGM provided for a sum of $90k over 
the twelve month period, this equates to a total of 18,000 tickets or 2250 per zone. 

Would all Management members please ensure they get from their clubs, contact details for 
every delegate including a postal address and an indication from them all as to the number of 
tickets they will be comfortable with.
