The GFWC Randolph Woman's Club
was organized in March, 1975. A meeting
was held at the home of Linda Gubbels
with the District III president presiding.
The charter meeting was held May 9 with
36 ladies signing the original charter.
Installation ofofficers was held with Lin­
da Rogers, president; Dorothy Jensen,
Ist vice president; Linda Gubbels, 2nd
vice president; Sherry Bradley, secretary
and Gaylene Taylor, treasurer.

On the club's 10th anniversary in 1985
there were ten charter members still
belonging to the club.

Officers for the 1977-79 term were
Sharon Riedel, Jo Kilburn, Beulah
Rokahr, Candi Maas, and Lorraine Wat­
tier; 1979-81 - Jo Kilburn, Joy Olberd­
ing, Clarette Berner, Faye Babst, and
Ruth Preston; 1981-83-- Gaylene Tay­
lor, Linda Gubbels, Sharon Riedel, Beu­
lah Rokahr, and Varedo Huwaldt; 1983­
85 - Ruth Preston, Myra Heegle, Vare­
do Huwaldt, Sharon Riedel, and
Lorraine Wattier. The new officers elect­
ed for this 1985-87 term are Lorraine
Wattier, Varedo Huwaldt, Ruth Preston,
Linda Gubbels and Beulah Rokahr.

The GFWC Randolph Woman's Club
works for the community. One of their
big projects each year is the Country
Store held in conjunction with the Ran­
dolph Community Club Fair. It is held
annually and the proceeds go for library
and park improvement. The club has also
been sponsoring a Fine Arts Fair in Feb­
ruary, lining up gifts for the New Year's
baby each year, delivering books to shut­
ins from the library, entertaining the
Colonial Manor residents in February
and buying gifts for those residents hav­
ing birthdays that month, welcoming
newcomers and sponsoring the local girl
scout troops.

The club has also done many one-time
projects such as cards for trees, blood
pressure clinic, swine flu shots, finger­
printing clinic, convincing the city to
change the house numbering system, and
many more, and at present is working
with the FHA girls on a block mother pro­
gram.

At each monthly meeting, there is a
program which is both informational
and fun. Through these programs, mem­
bers have learned many new things and
gamed a new depth of understanding of
other things.

Another huge project the club took on
in 1978-79 was turning the basement of
the library into a children's library which
gave more space upstairs for the upper
grades and adults. Many donations came
m from people interested in the project
and many hours were spent by members

painting walls, painting murals on the
walls, making curtains, etc. A total of
$1,579 was raised to pay for carpeting,
paint, shelves, material, etc.

Randolph Lions Club

The Randolph Lions Club was char­
tered by the Laurel Lions Club with Lion
Duane Purcell as the president in Laurel.
The club was organized on November 9,
1969, by Leston W. Alexander. It was
chartered with twenty-four members
including two former and two reinstates.
Officers elected were Gordon Boatman
- President and Wesley Moench - Sec­
retary/Treasurer. The charter members
were: Clyde Andrew, Robert Berner,
Gordon Boatman, Barrie Braden, Rich­
ard Daws, Robert Eimers, Clifford
Galvin, Wayne Hightree, Harrison Huw­
aldt, Roger Johnson, Warren Kint, Mar­
lyn Kruse, Joe McNeil, Wesley Moench,
Kenneth Rath, Sr., Kenneth Reineke,
Robert Rodgers, Joseph Rogers, Patrick
Rogers, Walter Rossbach, John Sauser,
Gary Speer, Marvin Taylor, Paul
Tunink, Vance Viergutz, Paul Wattier,
Marvin Weyhrich and Marlin Wurd­
mger.

In the years between 1970 and 1979,
many projects were held. They had ice
cream SOCIals made with real farm cream.
Many hours were spent turning the old
crank but eventually they got it done.
Later on they had to discontinue because

real cream was not available and ice was
not convenient for them to get. They also
put on many soup suppers. The proceeds
always went for a good cause.

On September 8, 1979, the Lions held
a Consignment Auction. Between Sep­
tember of 1979 and June of 1980 the
Lions purchased lumber and other mate­
rials to build the shelter house for the
Lions Park. The June 1980 meeting was
the Family Picnic. Ten-year chevron
pins were presented to Lion CliffGalvin,
Lion John Sauser, Lion Marvin Wey­
hrich and Lion Paul Tunink. A donation
of$50.00 was given towards the new rest­
rooms at the City Park. In November of
1980 the Lions decided to hold a glauco­
ma clinic. Dr. Billerbeck approved and
said that he would help if he was avail­
able. They contacted Dr. Wilcoxson of
Yankton, South Dakota. The District
Governor had attended the International
Lion's Convention in Chicago and had
reported that the Lion's Organization
had donated $5,000.00 to the Grand
Island Lions to aid the tornado victims.
Other projects sponsored by the organi­
zation included: 10,000 cornea trans­
plants, eyeglass collection and purchas­
ing of hearing aids for youths.

In January of 1981 word was received
from Dr. Wilcoxson about the glaucoma
clinic. He would help with it. The date set
was Saturday, April II. In February of
1981, Lion Russ Jensen reported they
would have a Wrestling Tournament for
ages 5-14 for the surrounding towns. The
date set was March 28, 1981. The Lions
Club bought a pair ofglasses for a needy
child. In May of 1981 a donation of
