Scouting - Boys and Cubs

In February, 1928, there were twenty·
two boys who chartered, with Frank
Budd as their Scout Master. The Meth­
odist Men's Club was the group's spon­
soring organization. When it rechartered
in 1930 the Lion's Club served as its
sponsor.

In 1944 the troop number was changed
from Troop #184 to #203. [n 1954 the
sponsoring unit became the Randolph
Community Club. Through those years
there were between 10 and 20 boys regis­
tered each year.

Today the Randolph Fire Department
sponsors the 13 Boy Scouts.

Pack 203 Cub Scout records indicate
that in April, 1953, the Community Club
sponsored the first group of Cub Scouts
in Randolph. There were 32 boys on the
charter with Harold Busch as cubmaster,
Dallas Phillips assistant cubmaster, and
Robert Schenck institutional representa­
tive, Ernest Witte as pack chairman. Ear­
Iyden mothers were: Mrs. H. Busch, Mrs.
L. Dickes, Mrs. E.W. Anderson, Mrs. D.
Phillips, Mrs. J. Rogers; and Mrs. E. Wit­
te.

After 1955 the charter was dropped
until 1961 when it reorganized with the
Randolph Fire Department serving as its
sponsoring organization. The new insti­
tutional representative was Ray Beltz;
chairman was Lee Peebles; cubmaster
was Richard Wilkinson; assistant cub­
master, Albert Borst; and den mothers
were Mrs. Wm. Dowling, Mrs. Ray Beltz,
Mrs. M. O'Sullivan, and Mrs. W. Wey­
hrich. There were 17 Cubs at the time.

Brownie Troop 353 was organized in
September of 1979. The organization
began with leaders Mrs. Charlotte Kiefer
and Mrs. Diane Dibbert and 20 girls.
Junior Girl Scout Troop 354 was also
organized at that time with eght girls by
Mrs. Linda Keizer and Mrs. Susan Lee,
all sponsored by the Randolph Womans
Club, GFWe.

Today, the community of Randolph
proudly supports girl scouting and boasts
troops of 16 Brownies, seven Junior Girl
Scouts, five Cadettes and five Senior
Cadettes led by eight leaders, with con­
tinued sponsorship by the Randolph
Womans Club, GFWC.

The charter members were; Mrs. Ray

tier. The club first met every two weeks
but later voted to meet once a month on
the third Thursday.

Sewing was done, for the hostess, such
as patching overalls, sewing carpet rags,
embroidenng dish towels, sewing aprons
or tieing quilts. Later this was discontin­
ued and the afternoon was spent playing
cards.

Each year an annual Christmas Party
and picnic has been held. For several
years the Christmas Party was held in the
homes, but later they have been catered.
The picnic has always been held in a
park. The membership has been very
consistent through the years varying
from 12 to 18 members with neighbors
moving away and others coming in.

Three charter members are living.
They are; Mrs. Ervin Wittler, Carroll;
Mrs. Ruth Spahr, Chico, California; and
Mrs. Lois (Dunklau) Schlines, Wake­
field, Nebraska. Mrs. Lois Schlines is still
a member ofthe club. At the present time
there are 15 members.

The Sew and So Club was organized
October 5, 1950, in the Ray Spahr home,
southeast of Randolph.

Throughout the years, the club has
served approximately 144 members.
Many members have belonged to the
club each year that they were eligible.

The club has always been an active
one. They have shown their livestock at
the Randolph Community Fair, the
Pierce County Fair, the Norfolk Live­
stock Exposition, the State Fair, and the
Ak-Sar-Ben Livestock Show. Many top
livestock showmen and showwomen
have been graduated from the club.

Club members take part in speech
competition, demonstrations and com­
munity service. In 1968 they were named

ebraska's Champion Beef Club. The
Ak-Sar-Ben Good Neighbor Award was
awarded to the club in 1971.

Community service projects have
included entertaining Senior Citizens,
donating cash to worthwhile causes and
working to help better the Pierce County
4-H buildings and grounds.

The club observed its Silver Anniver­
sary in 1965 at the Randolph Park. One
hundred twenty people attended. They
held another reunion at the Don Bermel
home in 1981.

This year marks the forty-sixth year of
the existence of the Allen-Eastern Live­
stock 4·H Club. The club credits its suc­
cess and longevity to interested parents
and leaders. The club is looking forward
to many more years of serving the youth
of its community.
