II Call to Order

Dr. Minda J. Formacion, RRDCC Chair, welcomed the members and guests and called the roll. After the quorum was established, selected personnel of the Carlos Hilado Memorial State College led the invocation and the singing of the national anthem. The meeting proper started at 9:45 a.m. On behalf of the committee, Dr. Formacion thanked Dr. Benny Palma and Dr. Renato Salmingo of Carlos Hilado Memorial State College for hosting the 1st quarter 2010 meeting. The Chair also welcomed the new RRDCC Alternate Representative of Dr. Patricio S. Faylon, Director Luz Firmalino of the Management Information Systems Division (MISD).

The two new member institutions were welcomed and presented with plaques of Membership by the RRDCC Chair. The University of Negros Occidental – Recoletos (UNO –  R) and the West Negros University Research Foundation (WNU-RF) were represented by Dr. Juanita Magan, Dean of Arts and Sciences of UNO-R and Engr. Dioscoro Marañon, Chairman of the foundation, respectively. 

           III    Adoption of the Agenda

Dr. Rey Dusaran and Dr. Victor Navarra moved and seconded, respectively, for the adoption of the agenda after the inclusion of the review of the consortium’s Memorandum of Agreement as part of Other Matters by Dr. Rey Dusaran. Dr. Benny Palma, seconded by Dr. Navarra moved for the approval of the minutes of the previous meeting.

IV. Reading of the Minutes of the Previous Meeting 
As discussed and approved during the 4th quarter meeting last year, the minutes were sent via email for the RRDCC members’ study and review. Dr. Palma moved to dispense with the reading of the minutes of the previous meeting without prejudice to corrections to be submitted to the Secretariat within 5 days for incorporation and was duly seconded by Dr. Navarra

V.  Matters arising from the minutes of the previous meeting

On line 11 page 4, Dr. Benny Palma’’s suggestion about the policy of smaller members to form a Center of Research Excellence (CORE) alliance was recorded as a manifestation of intent through Resolution No. 01 of the 4th Quarter, Series of 2009. 
Dr. Palma mentioned that WVSU is the only school that is a member of NARRDN and thus it is the only school receiving research projects whether proposal driven or not. 
On lines 17-24 p. 4, The IECs developed by the RACO group will be presented during the Coordinator’s Report.
On lines 7-8, p. 5, A copy of the letter from UPV regarding the status of the administrative case concerning the previous consortium director will be distributed to the concerned persons.
On lines 8-16, p. 6, Dr. Gregorio gave an update  about the status of the 3 major commodities research programs after their meeting in PCARRD last March 22-26, 2010. The proposal for the native chicken is with the Governing Council already with corrections focusing on the private partnership. Drs. Villar and Baguio will be sending official communications regarding this for the proponents to address. The two other commodities are still for thorough review by the technical division of PCARRD. 
Dr. Palma opined that the Negros State College  of Agriculture and the University of Antique will lead the Muscovado  research program because this is their commodity and whatever transpired during the meeting with PCARRD last March 22-26, 2010 should be relayed to the program leaders. Dr. Navarra suggested that the Consortium Director call for a meeting of the proponents and offered his willingness to host the meeting. Prof. Idemne said that they are just waiting for the official comments regarding the native chicken proposal from PCARRD and Dr. Posadas is aware of and had disseminated the comments of PCARRD regarding the Muscovado proposal.
Lines 34-37, p. 6 The Consortium Director reiterated the inclusion of the  RACO and RMIS representatives as members of the experts pool to be discussed as part of the agenda. He noted that SRA, PCA, CPU and GSC had submitted their lists but they need to be endorsed officially by their respective heads of offices. While UPLBCA-LGRTS, CHMSC, NIPSC, NSCA and PCC need to submit their experts pool list.
Action: Approved as moved by Dr. Dusaran and seconded by Dr. Gregorio.

Lines 17-18, p. 7. The plaque of Award for Central Philippine University was presented in recognition of its faculty members who won 2nd place in Development Category of the NSARRD. The plaque was received by Dr. Reynaldo Dusaran. 
Line 37-40 p. 8. Regarding the scheduled visits to the inactive FITS centers,    the Chair mentioned that Dr. Mae Relingo, RTGP Coordinator, is on official travel and will submit her report. Dr. Palma moved for the submission of the report of the coordinators to the RRDCC members in soft and hard copies.
Line 37-42, p. 14 Prof. Idemne said that as appointed by the RRDCC, an ad-hoc committee was formed to screen the application of new members, resulting to two (2) new members. 
Lines 19-20, p.15, The first payment of the Php15,000 membership fee of WESVARRDEC to LGARDC  will be issued to LGARDC today.
IV. Discussions

The Chair presented the following:

Attendance to the 7th National Joint RRDCC Consortium Director’s Meeting last February 24-26, 2010 at the Central Luzon State University, Nueva Ecija. Two (2) concerns were presented to be discussed with the members of the RRDCC.

Adoption of Resolution on Work Equivalency

First, Dr. Formacion followed up the request of PCARRD for the adoption by the different SUCs of the Resolution on Work Equivalency as approved by the SUC Governing Board. Dr. Palma shared that the scheme has been adopted by ASU and CHMSC with the comment that each SUC can adopt other criteria proposed by other governing bodies. Dr. Gregorio verified whether CAPSU has received a copy of the guidelines. The consortium director replied that copies had been distributed during the third quarter meeting in 2009. The chair commented that UPV cannot adopt the equivalency load assignment because the UP System has its own loading system. Dr. Dusaran queried on the application of the guidelines on private universities. The consensus was for private universities to adopt their own equivalency rates.
Schedule of RSRDH

Second, that the regional RSRDH be conducted early. Dr. Formacion reminded the body of the 20th RSRDH which will be on August 13, 2010 and that all in house reviews should be finished before this date.

Dir. Luz Firmalino said that Director Faylon would like to emphasize research and development on Climate Change with priority on the development of adaptation strategies. She mentioned also about the implementing rules and regulations of EO801 on the adoption of the Techno Gabay Program by all Local Government Units.  She further added that Dr. Faylon would like the member agencies in the regional level to experience how to be a quality system management awardee. 
Research Proposals

Dr. Geronimo Gregorio presented the summary of proposed research titles for the PCARRD S & T Agenda on Climate Change for 2011-2016. The following member agencies had submitted the given number of proposals.

The consortium director also noted that UPV has four proposals. Dr. Gregorio further suggested that the consortium director call for a meeting with the proponents with the hope of receiving more proposals. 
Increased NARRDN Cash Award
Dr. Formacion announced the new rates for the cash prizes of NARRDN in the research and development categories. Third prize increased from Pph30,000.00 to Php50,000.00, distributed as Php40,000.00 for the author, Php5,000.00 for the consortium and P5,000 for the agency. The second prize was increased to Php100,000.00 (Php80,000.00 for the author, Php10,000.00 for the consortium and Php10,000.00 for the agency). The first prize was increased to Php150,000.00 from Php100,000.00 ( Php 130,000.00 for the author(s), Php15,000.00 for the consortium and Php15,000.00 for the agency).  
The chair presented the new WESVARRDEC brochures and copies were distributed to the members of the RRDCC.
Report from the Consortium Director:

Prof. Joseph Idemne presented the line items and requested for the Annual Report budget of P55,000.00, the submission of which is due on April 31, 2010.
Action: Approved upon motion of Dr. Palma and seconded by Dr. Navarra.
Prof. Idemne  presented the list of attendance of the CMAs representatives in the meetings for the year 2009. He requested the head of agencies to submit their special orders for their RMIS and RTGG representatives to facilitate the release of the 2009 honoraria. 
Dr. Dusaran added that since the RACO and RMIS representatives were again recalled, a letter to the head of agencies explaining the recall would be appreciated.
Action:  The secretariat was directed to send a letter of explanation to the heads of agency requiring the submission of the special orders and the reinstatement of the RACO and RMIS rpresentatives. 
New Membership Requirement

The consortium director presented for approval the additional requirements for the application of new members. These include:
1.  one (1) CD video containing the research facilities being utilized by students or researchers. A voice over explanation would be appreciated or a photo essay can be prepared explaining which projects used the research facilities;
2. a complete list of all the endorsed researchers encoded in the prescribed RDMIS form;
3. a list specifying the names, present designation, present research activity and percent of time allocated for research of all researches in 2010.

4. a list specifying the research projects the applicant would like to participate based on the S & T Agenda of PCARRD.

Action:     Approved as moved by Dr. Benny Palma and seconded by Dr. Geronimo Gregorio.
The consortium director made the following announcements:

1. The 22nd Anniversary will be celebrated in the month of May. The proposed activities are given in Annex 12.

2. The 2nd round of the WESVARRDEC Innovation System will be conducted on May 12-19, 2010.

3. The proposals for the 2010 Capability Building Fund is given in Annex 14.

4. The WESVARRDEC OSIS will be launched once the refurbishment of the office will be completed.

5. PMAs that have not submitted their Annual Reports and List of Experts are requested to submit their reports to the Secretariat on or before 15 May 2010.

6. The receipt of the following financial assistance from PCARRD is gratefully acknowledged:

WESAVARRDEC Milestone – Php 200,000.00
Repair/Refurbushing of the Office – Php 153,393.00

7. New scholarships from the University of Manchester and Aarhus University are given in Annex 18.
Base Agency Exemption
The Consortium Director presented a page in the Memorandum of Agreement that states that the base agency, UPV, is exempted from paying the annual membership fee. The Chair responded that  UPV will receive its reimbursement on a staggered basis.

Action: Approved as moved by Dr. Palma and seconded by Dr. Gregorio.

Financial Report 
Mrs. Jocelyn Genesila presented the financial report as of April 2010. Dr. Dusaran inquired why the allocation for meetings increased substantially in 2009. Ms. Genesila replied that the consortium received registration from the member agencies in the amount of Php70,000.00 and these were expensed as disbursement for meetings. 
A token of appreciation was presented to Ms. Genesila for her services rendered in 2009.
The chair also presented a certificate of appreciation to Dr. Benny Palma, president of Carlos Hilado Memorial State College for the accommodation for this meeting.
Review of Existing MOA
With the inclusion of new members, Dr. Reynaldo Dusaran recommended a review of the WESVARRDEC Memorandum of Agreement. Dr. Benny Palma seconded the recommendation and proposed that Dr. Dusaran and the consortium director  serve as co-chairs of the 5-man ad hoc review committee and  provide the members of the RRDCC a copy prior to the next meeting.
The 2nd quarter RRDCC meeting was set on May 31, 2010 at the University of Antique.

The consortium director requested all the heads of agencies to record this date on their calendars.

The meeting adjourned at 12:00 noon.
