DENVER, CO:  When I entered this race, I committed to running a clean and ethical 
campaign.  That is how I have conducted myself and how I will continue to run my 
campaign.  My primary opponent has made allegations that an individual, allegedly 
working on behalf of my campaign, engaged in unethical behavior. 
 
I have neither made any public statements regarding my primary opponent's 
criminal record nor have I requested, sought after, or endorsed any person to make 
statements about my primary opponent's personal life as a surrogate on my behalf. 
 
I have had the honor and privilege of working hard for the people in House District 9 
by faithfully going door-to-door, making phone calls, and enjoying one-on-one coffee 
visits to better know the issues that are affecting people on a daily basis.  This race is 
about representing them in the state legislature.  For them, this race is about job 
growth, economic recovery, reducing/eliminating taxes, and crime prevention.  Try 
as he may, my opponent cannot make this race about his personal life. 
 
It is unfair to burden the voters with a candidate who has a current record of assault 
and domestic violence.  My opponent is currently undergoing a court-ordered 
domestic violence evaluation and treatment program as a condition of his probation 
agreement which ends August 18, 2010.  I appreciate that my opponent is getting 
help, but I believe he should set aside his political ambitions for public office until he 
has completed his treatment and is no longer on probation. 
 
People should have a representative that has proven to be a positive decision maker, 
one who is able to focus on the issues within our community and state.  Any 
candidate hoping to serve at the will of the people needs to have this level of 
integrity and accountability.  Serving at the trust of the public is an honor that 
requires a sober look at one’s choices and actions.  My opponent's accusations are 
not only false, but they tarnish his ability to hold that honor. 
 
My opponent's proposal to “change the right things” and “to cut law enforcement by 
50%” is not the “change” we need.  Now is not the time for individual political 
ambition.  Now is the time to focus on creating jobs, educating our children, and 
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protecting our citizens.  We need to rebuild the economy and promote a system of 
law enforcement that is proactive, not reactive. 
 
Leadership requires responsibility and mindful action towards building a stronger 
community.  Part of building that community means choosing a candidate who has a 
proven track record of upholding the law, not breaking it.
