Help ensure all equipment and facilities are maintained in good condition.

Uphold all school rules in terms of uniform and behaviour.
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PARENTS/CAREGIVERS RESPONSIBILITIES

The responsibilities of parents/guardians are to:

Encourage adherence to school rules and the principles of Fair Play at all times.

Respect team and match officials’ decisions.

Support players as much as possible.

Respect and support all opposition players.

Support the Rugby Committee and all team officials.

Ensure all sport charges are paid, where cases of financial hardship exist the sports Co-ordinator or TiC Rugby

should be approached.

Ensure uniform requirements are met.

Assist with the provision of transport and supervision to, from and at games.

Assist with coaching and officiating if possible.
Attend the Rugby Committee AGM.
Discuss any problems with either team officials, the Sports Co-ordinator or a Rugby Committee member.

COMPLAINTS
Procedures
a) The Manager or Coach (if no Manager appointed) is the first point of contact for Parents and Students.
b) The Coach/Manager can then take the concern/complaint to the Teacher in Charge of the Code.
c) Ifthe Coach/Manager feels the complaint/incident is warranted then he/she will pass this on to the Sports
Co-ordinator who will inform the Principal.
d) For serious complaints/incidents a meeting will be held to discuss the concern. This meeting will include the

Principal, Sports Co-ordinator, TIC of Code, Coach/Manager. The person being disciplined will also be invited
to explain the incident.
